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 � There are too many talking heads who tell us what they’re 
trying to do, how everything takes time, and who give us 
all kinds of excuses (not reasons) for not providing some 
immediate and long-term relief for those in unsafe and 
poverty-stricken lifestyles – even as they try to convince 
us that they’re actually doing something.  
 

Huge expensive high-rises are planned and being built in 
Waikiki and Kaka`ako with only minimal, required 
“affordable” housing. Corporations are being given height 
and zoning exemptions for higher and higher buildings, 
providing more housing for the ridiculously wealthy from 
other countries.  And the City Council, those officials who 
have been elected to serve the best interests of the citizens 
of the City and County of Honolulu, have cut $6M from 
the Housing First initiative before it even gets started. 
 

What can we as Christians do? Do we watch as all of this 
continues to grow with really no serious resolutions in 
sight? What can we do?  
 

Let me make some suggestions that seem relatively 
simple but apparently are too complex for those in 
authority and power to take on. Some of these suggestions 
might even seem outrageous until we start thinking 
seriously about HOW we can make these happen rather 
than finding easy excuses for not making things happen. 
And some of these suggestions might lead to other ideas. 
 

· Renovate a closed school building into rooms and 
small apartments for individuals and families. Queen 
Liliuokalani School in Kaimuki comes to mind. And 
it’s on a bus line. 

· Bring in large storage containers and re-tool them into 
living spaces. There are people who actually live this 
way on purpose because it’s the ultimate in 
downsizing and simplicity. 

· Convert sanitation facilities throughout Waikiki and 
Honolulu that require an “entrance fee” to use – 
maybe $1 – and keep them clean by hiring those who 
would like to be part of the answer rather than the 
problem. 

· Bring in pre-fab housing and form small communities 
that require governance by the residents of those 
communities. 

When I walk down Kalakaua in Waikiki, there are 
more than a few men and women lying on the 
sidewalk or the curb with their belongings. They’re 
either sleeping or sitting up against something 
watching people walk by. Sometimes they’re 
talking to themselves or are trying to get money 
from the people who walk by. They’re unkempt and 
probably haven’t had showers in a while. Sunday 

afternoon, there was even a couple copulating right on the curb in 
central Waikiki. 
 

There’s a little run-down house-like structure at one end of Waikiki 
that is a haven for homeless kids – 12-22 years old. There are lots of 
homeless teens in Waikiki. Some have been kicked out of their homes, 
others have run away from abuse or other bad situations, some are 
struggling with addictions. They spend the night wherever they find a 
doorway or a tree. But they all need a safe place, food, clothing, and 
someone who cares. They get this kind of help from YO! House in 
Waikiki. 
 

Driving down Young Street or S. King Street, I pass the park that is 
eva of Sanders music store. Unless there has been a recent sweep, I see 
quite a few families with tent shelters in the park and individuals who 
have set up residence on the sidewalk on the S. King Street side. 
 

I spent a while talking yesterday with a man who lost his job, was 
evicted from his home, and became one of the homeless that we see 
around Moilili Park. Now he’s trying to get back on his feet. 
 

Right outside our campus, we have a homeless man who is badly 
hunched over, pushes a grocery cart with all his belongings, and reads 
the morning paper sitting on our stone walls. Weekly the mobile 
Waikiki Health Service van pulls into our parking lot, changes the 
bandages that wrap his legs and checks to make sure that his other 
vitals are okay. I’ve heard he often sleeps over at one of the local 
middle schools. 
 

Homelessness – houselessness – is obviously and chronically a 
growing problem in Honolulu especially. We all know this. We have 
agencies and programs that are able to minimally address those in 
need, but nothing close to providing something that can get to the root 
of the problems – low minimum wages, high cost of living, lack of 
really affordable housing, addictions, and mental illnesses.

· Provide a living wage NOW instead of 2017 to give the homeless a 
better chance for living in some kind of dignity even as they work two 
or three jobs just to keep their families fed and their children in school. 

· Get involved with supporting YO! House and those teens who are 
trying hard to start a new life for themselves. Those millionaires and 
billionaires on the island (and we have a lot of them) can get together 
and share their resources to buy the piece of property at Ala Wai and 
Kalaimoku, and another group can develop a Habitat for Humanity 
project to build a new “home” for the only program that reaches out to 
homeless teens. 

 

Of course, there will be all kinds of excuses for why these suggestions can’t 
work. We’ll continue to hear from our elected and appointed officials about 
how hard they’re trying and that we just need to be patient. But before we 
can address issues like mental health and addictions, we need to attend to 
the basic of safety and shelter. 
 

Jesus tells us very clearly that we are to feed the hungry, clothe the naked, 
and give drink to the thirsty. We’re to care for one another, we’re to share 
our resources, and we are to be good stewards of God’s creation and 
creatures – including other human beings.  We are to bring hope to others 
whose lives seem hopeless. There really is Good News to share and we can 
do that so much more in our actions than any group of words can 
communicate. “…what does God require of you but to do justice, to love 
kindness, and to walk humbly with your God” (Micah 6:8)

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Pentecost is upon us.  It is a much 
underrated and overlooked Holy Day 
and Liturgical Season.  Granted, without 
the Seasons of Advent, Christmas, and 
Epiphany we have no Messiah.  To be 
sure, without the Seasons of Lent and 
Easter we have no Savior.  However, 
without Pentecost we have no 
Christianity, and without Christianity 

and the denominations that comprise it, we have no path to 
guide us or vehicles to ride on in our life-long pilgrimage 
back to God. 
 

Even so, I’m not surprised.  How can Pentecost today 
compete with high school, college, and graduate as well as 
professional school graduations, not to mention the 
summer vacations that follow?  Further, as I’ve 
complained before, though the terminology is chronically 
misunderstood, who can take seriously a liturgical season 
called “Ordinary Time” by denominations like the 
Episcopal Church? 
 
We might take it more seriously if we were educated or if 
we educated ourselves about the meaning of “Ordinary” in 
this context.  I was shocked to learn it means “bishop.”  
Hence, the day of and the season immediately following 
Pentecost refers to the very first bishops of Christianity, 
which were Jesus’ original disciples and who became his 
original apostles on the very first Christian Pentecost 
when they were filled with God the Holy Spirit revealed in 
tongues of fire riding on gusts of wind. 
 

“Do not think that I have come to abolish  
The Law or The Prophets.  

I have not come to abolish them  
but to fulfill them.”

We might take it even more seriously if we understood or 
at least appreciated that the very first Christian Pentecost, 
over 2000 years ago, was not the first Pentecost.  Pentecost 
is over 3500 years old.  It is originally a Jewish holy day 
which in Hebrew is called “Shavu`ot” meaning weeks. It 
celebrates God, through Moses, giving the twelve Hebrew 
Tribes ~ the original Jews ~ The Word, The Torah, The 
Law, or what Christians call the Ten Commandments in 
the desert wilderness after escaping from Egypt. 

 

“While staying with them,  
He ordered them not to leave Jerusalem, 
but to wait for the promise of the Father.  

‘This’, He said, ‘is what you have heard from Me, 
that John was baptized with water  

but you will be baptized with* the Holy Spirit  
only days from now.’ ” 

                                                Jesus / Acts 1:4-5 

We might understand and appreciate Christian Pentecost still more 
if we realized it did not just happen 50 days after Christian 
Passover, what most Christians call Pascha or in America what we 
call Easter.  The first Christian Pentecost happened on a Jewish 
Pentecost.  Jewish Pentecost occurs seven weeks ~ shavu`ot ~ after 
Jewish Passover for a total of 50 days between the two.  Likewise, 
Christian Pentecost occurs seven weeks after Easter for a total of 50 
days as well, hence the Greek word Pentecost, meaning “fifty days” 
being ascribed to both Jewish and Christian holy days. 
 
Here is another interesting twist in the story:  Ten days after 
escaping Egypt, Moses ordered the Hebrew Tribes of Israel to make 
camp at the base of Mt. Horeb, also called Mt. Sinai.  Moses then 
retreated to the top of the mountain for forty days to receive 
additional guidance from God and where he received the foundation 
of Jewish law or the Ten Commandments.  On the 40th day of his 
retreat, the 50th day after escaping Egypt, Moses came down from 
the mountain and gave the The Law to the people. 
 
But there is more:  After his resurrection on Easter Jesus spent forty 
days appearing to his disciples, giving them additional guidance 
before his ascension.  On the 40th day, he ascended into heaven, but 
not before instructing his disciples to remain in Jerusalem for the 
“Promise of the Father” where they would be baptized with the 
Holy Spirit.  Ten days later in Jerusalem, on the 50th day after Jesus’ 
resurrection, while gathered together to celebrate Jewish Pentecost, 
the disciples were baptized by God the Holy Spirit. 
 
As it turns out, Pentecost and the Season of Pentecost taking place 
during our modern graduation season in the late spring and summer 
is more than apropos.  Having graduated as the first class of 
disciples, from the Latin word discipulus meaning “learners,” and 
having become the first career apostles, from the Greek word 
Apostolos meaning “messengers,” the original apostles went out 
into the world to bring to Jew and Gentile alike the Good News ~ 
The Gospel of Jesus Christ.  In other words, just as God through 
Moses gave the The Law to the twelve Hebrew tribes of Israel in the 
first Jewish Pentecost, fifteen hundred years later in the first 
Christian Pentecost, through the twelve apostles, God gave Jew and 
Gentile alike the fulfillment of The Law.
